Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies were received from Cllrs. Hepburn and Paige.

Public Time
County Cllr. Baldock advised that the Swale West Parishes Group meeting takes place on the 14th September, 7.00 p.m. at Hartlip; he asked if two delegates from the Parish Council could attend.

The white lines are now down in Hearts Delight Road.  He arranged for a Cabinet Member from KCC (Matthew Balfour) to go to Danaway to look at the road surface.  He acknowledged that there is a problem and KCC are now looking at doing what they can to assist.  At the same time they also looked at the drainage issues in this area and he pushed as regards the speed limit in Danaway; they will possibly look into this.  Oad Street; going to put white lines down in a different order and put some temporary bollards up and see how this works.  The horse signs are up.  There is an issue with drugs in The Playstool; hypodermics have been found.  Clerk to check with PCSO regarding this.

Matters Arising 
1. Yellow Lines/Parking – The Street – Taking into account residents’ views and suggestions at the Borden Assembly it was proposed by Cllr. Downes and seconded by Cllr. Harrison that yellow lines be installed on both sides from the steps at the far end of The Playstool down to No. 1 Homestead; from The Maypole Garden up to Chessington House and on the corner of the Street/Pond Farm Lane.  County Cllr. Baldock to progress.

2. Borden Nature Reserve – Cllr. Baldock advised that the planning application is likely to be discussed by KCC’s Planning Committee on the 9th September.  Clerk to write to KCC for confirmation that the Lease can be extended for another 25 years and to place this on the next Agenda.         Action: Clerk
3. War Memorial – Grant for Work – Cllr. Lainton advised that the Parish Council would be eligible to apply and the maximum grant we could receive is two-thirds of the cost.  The next stage is a pre-application form; agreed to go ahead with this and to seek out advice from Stonemasons as to the work required and the cost implications.

4. Borden Assembly - Feedback – Yellow lines and parking in the street mentioned under 5.1 above.  Residents also requested extra litter bins.  Swale will not empty bins on private land e.g. The Playstool and it was agreed to look at placing one at the end of the Homestead access to this area and the other at the end of the Homeview access.  Clerk to check on bin sizes and bring back to the September meeting.

Hepburn to report on the girder outside the Village Hall at the next meeting; Speedwatch will try and get more people to take part and train for this; Clerk to chase KCC regarding cutting back hedges in Sutton Baron Road;  Cllr. Paige looking at car parking at the Pavilion. Clerk to write regarding parking outside Wrens Oast, Sutton Baron Road.  Bollards in The Street, Clerk to take this up with KCC as the damage is down to the gas company.

Munsgore Lane ‘Quiet Lane’ - This will be on the Agenda for next Tuesday’s meeting of the Swale Rural Forum.  Oad Street Traffic Calming – See Cllr. Baldock’s comments above.

1. KCC Consultation:  Kent Environment Strategy – Cllr. Baldock circulated a prepared response; proposed by Cllr. Bolas and seconded by Cllr. Harrison, all agreed to send this complete report.

1. New Play Equipment for the Playstool – Chairman obtaining further details; Cllr. Harrison to place an item seeking residents views on what equipment is  needed in the Parish Correspondent and on Borden Facebook; agreed to bring back to the September meeting.   Action:  Cllrs. Masters/Harrison
2. ROSPA Report on Playstool Inspection July 2015 – Chairman to look at the issues raised.  Clerk to check with Swale Council regarding contractors who will undertake wet pour work as the overall surface has had to be repaired twice.  It was decided to put wet pour around the play equipments’ wooden uprights to stop grass strimmers damaging the wood.

6. Overhanging Trees and bushes – outfield The Playstool – Quote obtained but Members decided not to accept it.  Clerk to go back to the Cricket Club and ask why this needs to be done on health and safety grounds and state that a representative is more than welcome to come and discuss this at the September meeting.
