Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chairman welcomed Members to the meeting.  Apologies were received from Cllr. Evans.

2.  
Public Time 
Two Parishioners attended the meeting to object to the Planning application SW/14/0479 and expressed their concerns regarding privacy and removal of trees.  In light of this it was proposed and agreed that this item be brought forward on the Agenda:

SW/14/0479 – Outline planning permission for demolition of existing attached garage & erection of replacement detached garage, bin store, 2 x two storey 4 bedroom detached dwellings, with attached garages, accessed via extension of existing driveway – Greystone, Bannister Hill, Borden, ME9 8HU:  Members agreed to object on the following grounds:  
· Access to Bannister Hill, this is a dangerous narrow piece of highway with parking on both sides.

· The cumulative impact on the highway due to the recently agreed development on the same site.

· Would prefer to see bungalows (this development backs on to bungalows in Coppins Lane); these would be more appropriate for the area and this is an identified local housing need.

· To request a condition to maintain the existing trees/tree screen for the privacy of residents in Coppins Lane.

County Cllr. Baldock has managed to get the re-surfacing done in Chestnut Street; the contractors will be doing a proper re-surfacing.  He has spoken to people about the contractors in Wises Lane.  The contractors are not opening the road for the evenings and weekends as agreed.  The works are causing huge issues, such as parking, in The Street.  Regarding parking in The Street, the Chairman mentioned that The Playstool is a victim of its own success, enticing car drivers into the area.  He asked Members to consider what could be done to remedy this situation; Clerk requested to put this on the June Agenda.
County Cllr. Baldock reminded representatives that Swale West Parishes meeting takes place next week, Monday 19th May, 7.30 p.m. at Gore Court Cricket Club.

1. Parking along the Old A249, near The Tudor Rose Public House – Cllr. Baldock has spoken to Cllr. Roberts and walked along this stretch of road; he is in favour of using yellow lines but not right up to the electricity site. He is willing to pay for Engineers to do an assessment but needs formal agreement from the Parish Council to 50% match fund.  It was proposed by Cllr. Downes and seconded by Cllr. Paige, all agreed to allocate a maximum sum of £2000 towards the assessment.
