10. Heritage – Heritage report circulated; Cllr. Lainton mentioned that the Heritage Group’s Open Day is on Saturday.  
11. Nature Conservation – Nothing to report.
12. Memorial – Work on the stone memorial in the Church will hopefully commence within the next two months.  Acceptance of the quotation for the Memorial Boards has now been sent to the signwriter.
13. Swale Rural Forum – Cllr. Paige advised that the next meeting will be in the Village Hall at Herne Hill (near Faversham) on the 28th May, commencing at 7.00 p.m.; all Councillors are welcome to attend.

To receive and consider resolutions or recommendations in the order in which they have been notified 

1. Guardrails on School Lane, abutting Pre School Site –  The Chairman expressed his concern that between the road and the Pre School site there is nothing apart from a 5 to 7 foot drop into the area.  If a large vehicle goes out of control on this corner there is nothing to stop it and it will end up going into the Pre School; he would like to see safety barriers installed on this corner.   It was proposed by Cllr. Masters and seconded by Cllr. Lainton, all agreed, to request that this work be undertaken by Kent County Council Highways as a matter of urgency; if this request is refused then the Parish Council to look at trying to do something.
