Reports and Minutes from Portfolio Holders and Representatives
1. Finance – Informal meeting held to review the accounts; the budget seems to be on track.  

             
2. KALC – next meeting is the A.G.M. in May.
3. Borden Sports Association – Nothing to report. 
4. Borden Parish Hall – Report circulated - The unstable kitchen window has now been replaced with a Rosewood double glazed unit; the floor cleaning machine is still under repair and the replacement LED lighting and the hall sign for the steel protective girder will be discussed at the next Borden Parish Hall meeting.

5. Heritage – Report circulated.  The April meeting was held in the church and members had the opportunity to study a display of bell ringing related artefacts that are not currently on show to the public.  A committee meeting will be held at the end of April to discuss progress on the plans for the interpretive boards.  The next meeting will be in the Forge on Thursday 12th May at 11.00 a.m., when David Harper will give a talk on The Romance of Pub and Inn Signs.
6. Borden Fete – Report circulated.  Plans continue to go well for the fete on 2nd July.  The committee are aiming to include a greater number of activities for children this year and an information leaflet will be produced for residents.  Volunteers from Parish Councillors to assist with the various stalls will be much appreciated.

To receive and consider resolutions or recommendations in the order in which they have been notified:  

Commuter Cars and Lorries Parking Chestnut Street - A resident contacted the Clerk raising the issue of Lorries and commuter cars parking in Chestnut Street, from the Tudor Rose up to the roundabout.  Members agreed that this was difficult to stop and putting down more yellow lines would mean that the parking would only be pushed further down Chestnut Street and be more of a nuisance to residents.  Cllr. Hampshire agreed to look into siting litter bins along this stretch of road and bring details of the next meeting.

Planning Applications 
1. 16/502719/FULL - Erection of a single storey rear extension to provide kitchen and breakfast room - 144 Borden Lane Borden Kent ME9 8HR - no comments.

2. 16/502757/FULL - Proposed single storey front extension - 31 Cherryfields Borden Kent ME10 1YW – no comments.

3. 16/502628/FULL - Creation of two vehicular accesses from Wises Lane for the sole use of vehicles related to agricultural activities on the application site:  Land At Wises Lane Borden Kent ME10 1GD – Councillors raised the following objections:
· The application states that it is “the creation of two vehicular accesses from Wises Lane for the sole use of vehicles related to agricultural activities on the application site”, but the plans and other supporting documents state “Proposed Residential Development, Land at wises Lane, Sittingbourne, Kent”. To add further confusion as to what this application is actually for a Flood Risk and Surface Water Drainage Statement Rev A (April 2016) is also included; this seems somewhat excessive for two Vehicular accesses?
· Councillors object to the creation of two more accesses; entrances already exist into this field; why is it necessary for more?
· The proposed accesses are too close to the roundabout.
