Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting: apologies received from Parish Councillors Baldock, Evans and Emery, Borough Cllr. Hampshire and the PCSO.

Public Time
1. Parishioners – A resident attended to see the workings of the Parish Council; another attended to put forward the reasons for a request for a donation.  
2. County/Borough Councillors – County Cllr. Whiting updated on the following:

Munsgore Lane - KCC Officers are progressing this and the speed limit will be reduce to 20 mph from the School to the Public House, Oad Street.  As regards using the Lane as a diversion route, he has been assured by County that they will only do so if no other route is available. 

Chestnut Street Danaway – he is awaiting a response from KCC regarding extending the HGV width restriction.  A disappointing response received from Highways England in answer to the Parish Council’s concerns over the use of the road, both as a diversion and a ‘cut-through’ to avoid traffic on the A249.  Cllr. Bolas asked County Councillor Whiting to go back to Highways England with a strong response stating that vehicles using the road has worsened and the area cannot wait until 2020 for the Stockbury Roundabout improvements.   Cllr Whiting advised that Highways England have come down quite heavily on Swale Borough Council as regards the Manor Farm Development.  He is also aware that the consultation on the Stockbury Roundabout is due to start on the 6th September, at the Coniston Hotel, when Highways England will have their proposals on display.  He advised that Officers are also looking at introducing one speed limit (30 mph) from Key Street Roundabout down to Stockbury Roundabout.
Wrens Road – he is waiting for a report on costs so that this can be progressed, are looking at two potential signs

3. Police/PCSO – Written report from PCSO - ASB no reports to Kent Police. Speed checks will be carried out over the next month in Chestnut Street and results emailed to the Clerk.
