4. Borden Sports Association – Nothing further to report; Cllr. Paige will chase for a meeting. 
5. Borden Parish Hall – Report circulated - A quote of £398 has been received for the replacement kitchen window in PVC in Rosewood Brown.  The urn is now working after the heating element was replaced.  Quotes for the wood sign to enclose the protective girder have been obtained and will be considered by the Hall Committee.  CCTV footage of the recent theft of fencing, including abnormal car activity, is being retained for future reference. A stencil with the hall postcode is going to be used on each panel.
