Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies were received from Cllr. Harrison
2.  
Public Time
Borough Cllr. Hampshire commented that the Borden Nature Reserve application went before Swale’s Planning Committee and was recommended for approval but with certain conditions; it now goes to KCC’s Planning Committee.  Quiet Lanes - he has asked for this to go before the Swale Rural Forum; hopefully at its meeting on the 25th August.  The Borden Fete was a huge success.  The Fete Committee will be meeting next Tuesday, at 7.30 p.m. 
County Cllr. Baldock mentioned the ongoing issue of stone chips flying off the road in Danaway; it’s been over a year since the new surface was laid and he has arranged for a KCC Officer to look at the road in August.  He has also been approached by a couple of residents in Danaway concerned about the parking; it makes it difficult for them to come out of their drives.  He wonders whether the yellow lines can be extended to cover the two properties.  Clerk to place this on the August Agenda.

County Cllr. Baldock advised that a safety audit has been carried out on the two calming schemes; the one in Borden Lane was fine but KCC are not happy with the Oad Street proposal; he will try and see if this scheme can go ahead if it is slightly amended.  He has got agreement from Highways that the entire length of School Lane will be resurfaced and re-painted and bollards will be installed so that people can see where the edges are.  Hearts Delight has been resurfaced and white lines need replacing.
