Kent Mobile Library Engagement – Agreed to respond that the Parish Council does not wish to lose the Library service for Borden; Members feel that it has been underused because of its location and lack of advertising.  At present the mobile Library vehicle visits Coppins Lane and is not very visible to members of the public; it will be more visible if its moved to the outside of The Forge.  Alternatively Members suggested it could visit Coppins Lane and The Forge on alternative months.  Councillors felt that a leaflet sent to all residents informing them of the service would be helpful – Borden covers a wide area, some of it quite rural, and unfortunately not all residents become aware of available services.

Reports and Minutes from Portfolio Holders and Representatives
1. Finance – Nothing to report.   



             
2. KALC – Minutes from Monday's meeting (15 February) are expected to be circulated in the next few days.  Terry Martin and Clive Powell (KALC) spoke on the benefits of KALC membership and gave an update on NALC's decision to increase their subscriptions; and how KALC will engage with their membership on 2016/2017 KALC and NALC subscription matters.
3. Local Engagement Forum – No report.
4. Borden Sports Association – Nothing further to report this month.  League table and reports on Borden FC's progress are regularly recorded by the local press.
5. Borden Parish Hall – Cllr. Hepburn advised that 7 of the new fencing panels have been stolen.  A quote is being obtained for the replacement kitchen windows.  Measurements have been made for the protective girder so that it can be encased in wood with a vertical hall sign engraved on two faces.  The Hall Committee is looking into replacing the main hall lights with LED panels; Costs and energy savings are being considered as the existing tubes are less efficient and are getting harder to obtain.

6. Heritage – Cllr. Hepburn advised that the last meeting at The Forge was well attended; the next will take place on the 2nd Thursday in March and is about ‘Borden in Print’, e.g. newspaper cuttings about Borden.  The Quiz will take place on the first Saturday in March.
7. Swale Rural Forum – Nothing to report.
8. Borden Fete – Cllr. Harrison advised that plans are going well for the fete on 2nd July.  Later this month ‘The Red Devils’ will confirm whether they are able to attend with their display. Most previous stall holders are booking their pitches and several new ones are joining. New additions this year include:  Fun competitions for dogs, a team of Church members serving refreshments in the sports pavilion, the Sports Association offering barbequed food, Splat the rat and a coconut shy stall run by the Fete committee. Volunteers to sell balloons before the day are urgently wanted. She advised that the Committee have also agreed to set an amount of money aside for a Falconry display.
