Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies were received from Cllrs. Hepburn, Harrison and Sims and the PCSO who is not on duty tonight.

Public Time
County Cllr. Baldock advised that the issue of ‘smells’ is being looked into; he suggested keeping a diary of when this occurs and bring this to the May 2016 meeting.  Munsgore Lane ‘Quiet Lane’ proposal was discussed at the last Rural Forum meeting; a number of residents came forward and supported this.  It was decided that the Rural Forum was not the right place for it and will now go to December’s Joint Transportation Board meeting.  He is hoping to get the support of Swale Borough Council; possibly run as a test case.  CPRE were not very enthusiastic.  Cllr. Baldock will discuss this with County Cllr. Matthew Balfour, although he felt that County would not be agreeable to it being put forward as their scheme.  If Munsgore Lane does achieve this designation he advised not to expect hedges to be cut back.  County Cllr. Baldock advised that the Borden Lane traffic calming scheme is under construction.

Borough Cllr. Hampshire commented that if Munsgore Lane does become a ‘Quiet Lane’ Cryalls Lane might benefit from this same designation in future.
