Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting: apologies received from Parish Councillors Baldock, Sims and Lainton; the PCSO and Borough Cllr. Hampshire.

2.  
Public Time
1. Parishioners – A resident asked why KCC used narrow Munsgore Lane as a diversion route for traffic when there were problems in other roads.  It would help if the Lane became a one-way flow, but this might prove difficult for some residents.  Cllr. Luxton suggested making it one-way when used as a diversion route; the only issue with this is that drivers will only drive faster. 
2. County/Borough Councillors – County Cllr. Whiting met with Highway Officers yesterday to look at and discuss the 20 mph scheme for Munsgore Lane; he will push for this and pay for it out of his highways funds.  It was agreed at a site meeting that the Wrens Road speed sign is in the wrong place and will look at moving it to another position North West or leave the existing one where it is and provide another sign at the other end;  this will depend on the specifics as to why the original site was chosen.  He agreed to look at moving the Width Restriction signs so that the whole of Chestnut Street, Danaway, Maidstone Road is covered.  He also wondered whether it would be possible to have one speed limit along the length of this road and will investigate.
Written report received from Borough Cllr. Hampshire - The Planning Inspector reported back to Swale Borough Council recommending adoption of the Local Plan; this will go before Full Council on 26 July 2017 for adoption.  The Planning Inspectorate’s review is not what people would have wished for and Borden is to receive an allocation of 565 homes on fields adjoining Wises Lane and Cryalls Lane if the Plan is approved at that meeting. What is also interesting in the Planning Inspectorate’s findings is the need for the Plan to be reviewed in five years’ time and her concerns about capacity of the local road infrastructure to support development along the A249 corridor. It may be the case that the necessary infrastructure improvements required to support these developments do not come in time and a new Plan with a different approach is needed to ensure the Borough’s housing targets are met. 
3. Police/PCSO – Written report from PCSO - No reports of any anti-social behaviour in the area. Nuisance bike stopped in the area and the rider warned about his behaviour. Male has exposed himself in the nature reserve to a local walker; this is under investigation. Speed checks to be arrange again in the local hot spot areas.

5. Borden Nature Reserve Extension of Lease – KCC have responded that it is possible to renew earlier than September 2024, when the current lease expires, but there might be a cost implication, Clerk to explore further.

6. Chestnut Street/Danaway used as a ‘Cut Through’ for A249 – Members again expressed their concern over the levels of traffic using this route; if the Police enforced the 40 mph and 30 mph speed limits and the Width Restriction this would deter drivers; at the moment it is a free for all. The route has no cats eyes, no white lines, hedging is overgrown; horse riders use it and KCC have identified is as a preferred cycle route.  This should preclude traffic from using the road, especially HGVs.  Cllr. Bolas asked County Cllr. Whiting if he could explore this with KCC and the Police.  He also asked if Highways England have removable barriers that could be placed on the A249 so that when there is a blockage traffic can use both sides of the road.  County Cllr. Whiting agreed to forward any feedback to the Clerk and added he would also like to see Chestnut Street/Danaway down to 30/40 mph, without the interspersed areas of 50 mph and the national speed limit.

3. Swale Borough Local Plan – Inspector’s Report – Noted that the report is now with Swale Borough Council.  Cllr. Bolas mentioned traffic and pollution; the Government has been given until the end of this current month to come up with a strategy to improve air quality but is trying to pass this on to District Councils.  Swale only have monitoring at Ospringe and Newington for PM10.  Members await the outcome of the meeting on the 26th July to see if Swale will adopt the Plan.
