Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies received from Parish Cllrs. Evans and Smith; Borough Cllr. Whiting and the PCSO.

Public Time
1. Parishioners – A resident attended to follow up reducing the speed limit in Munsgore Lane to 20 mph.  Although she has carried out a survey of residents in the Lane to see if they agree with this, she will carry out another and advise residents to let the Clerk know of their views.
2. County/Borough Councillors – Borough Cllr. Hampshire referred to Munsgore Lane; there are three options; proceed with the scheme with costs up to £4000; leave things as they are or wait until after the KCC elections and seek financial assistance from the new County Councillor.

Police/PCSO – report received from the PCSO -  during the last month two vehicles were taken from a yard in Chestnut Street; still dealing with the problem of the two vans parked on the footbridge over the A249; attempted break-in to a property in Borden; garage broken into, Motorbikes stopped in the area of Maylam Gardens and youths spoken to. 3. War Memorial – Clerk has received the following response from Swale Borough Council:  

“The church has confirmed that they are happy for the temporary fencing to be removed and they asked for an update regarding the insurance issue.  Swale’s response was:  
About the ownership and insurance issue – SBC are not owners of the churchyard so assume us not to be the owner of the memorial.  However, since the closure then responsibility will have passed to us and we are doing some work to identify still on what the levels are for this.  SBC do not have insurance for the war memorials and we have been liaising with the Diocese and our Insurance section on their opinion on this matter.  Therefore, I do not have an answer at this stage as its part of a bigger piece of work we are doing regarding churchyard closures and records, etc.

SBC have a responsibility about safety but it is possible this risk is shared with the PCC.  The war memorial is currently deemed to be safe and although it might not look at its best, there is not a pot of money to do anything quickly to resolve and there is a whole list of works at other sites of specialist repairs already taking place.”
