Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies were received from Cllrs. Harrison and Millican.

Public Time

A resident from Tunstall addressed the Council regarding the emerging Local Plan; she has spoken to the Planning Inspector on potential green spaces; Parish Councils could put areas forward when the new Plan comes out for consultation.  Another resident mentioned that she also attended the Local Plan hearing and was present when the important local countryside gaps were being discussed; builders were pushing for these to be done away with.  Residents in Tunstall have started a petition (now has 400 names) and she wondered if residents in Borden would like to add to this?
County Cllr. Baldock advised that this relates to the gaps between the built up areas and the areas around it.  He mentioned Cryalls Lane is important and it looks as though this is under threat.  The initiative is good and he believes Borden should give it full support.  He asked for an electronic version of the petition to be forwarded to the Clerk; this will be used to lobby Swale Borough Council.
Another Tunstall resident also attended the Local Plan hearing when only one green space was mentioned; which was land between Auckland Drive and Riddles Road.  It would appear that Parish Councils were unaware of the opportunity to request green spaces.
Borough Cllr. Hampshire commented that Borden only has one countryside gap and obviously there is pressure for building.  The Inspector’s report has not been released as yet, but obviously it will be good to earmark other areas. 
Both County Cllr. Baldock and Borough Cllr. Hampshire referred to the issues with the closure of part of the A249 and the lack of information being put forward, especially when it will be re-opened.  Cllr. Bolas asked what was being done about the safety of the residents and road users; were the Police, Highways England and KCC working together.  Cllr. Luxton asked why cones had only now been placed in the narrow stretch of Chestnut Street to stop cars parking.

Finance 

1. New Play Equipment for the Playstool – Proposed by Cllr. Downes and seconded by Cllr. Bolas, all agreed the maximum sum of £14782 to purchase the log cabin and Orbit play equipment for the Playstool; this price includes the cost of delivery, installation and safety surfacing but excludes VAT.

2. ROSPA Report on Playstool Inspection July 2015 – Work in hand and will be carried out when the weather permits.  Proposed by Cllr. Hepburn and seconded by Cllr. Emery, all agreed to accept the quotation of £355 to supply and fit a new post strut to the young child swing on the Playstool.

Baldock mentioned costs associated with Munsgore Lane Quiet Lane proposal;  the first phase will cost £2500 and the next (TRO) £2000; he will support 50% of this through his Members Grant.  Proposed by Cllr. Hepburn and seconded by Cllr. Emery, 1 abstention; agreed.  Proposed by Cllr. Baldock and seconded by Cllr. Paige, agreed a Precept of £49500, an increase of 2.1% for 2016/17.
