Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies were received from Parish Cllrs. Baldock (attending a Meeting at Swale House), Paige, and Millican.

Public Time

A resident again raised the need for ‘No HGV’ signs in School Lane and asked what is happening as regards this.  The Council had a response from KCC Engineers, but it was the often repeated ‘that there is no evidence to suggest that road safety presents a serious issue at this location’.  County Cllr. Baldock was looking to have the width restriction signs moved so that one was sited at the Stockbury Roundabout end of Danaway and the other at the Key Street Roundabout end of Chestnut Street.  The Clerk had also supported this by writing to County Cllr. Matthew Balfour and had received the response that it would not qualify for Traffic Schemes funding; he did however make a comment that they were discussing it with the local Member (presuming they mean County Cllr. Baldock); no further update has been received.  

The resident mentioned that the speed indicator signs in Chestnut Street are obscured by vegetation; Clerk to report to KCC.

Members also agreed to check on each access to see if a width restriction sign is in place.  It was also proposed by Cllr. Bolas and seconded by Cllr. Harrison; all agreed to accept the cost put forward by County Cllr. Baldock of under £2000 to install double yellow lines from the Key Street Roundabout down and around the corner to stop vehicles parking in this area.  Bring back to the September meeting.

Reports and Minutes from Portfolio Holders and Representatives
1. Finance – Nothing to report.  
2. KALC – Cllr. Sims raised the Parish Council’s complaint at the area Committee meeting; Cllr. Paige asked for the comments to be minuted. Traffic enforcement is going to be raised with the PCC.  Cllr. Baldock was elected as the new Chair.

To receive and consider resolutions or recommendations in the order in which they have been notified
1. Dropped Kerbs – there are no dropped kerbs from Woodgate Lane through to Key Street Roundabout and in places footpaths are overgrown with vegetation that hinder any motorised wheelchair user’s access.  Clerk to write to KCC with the request for dropped kerbs and cutting back overgrown vegetation.

Planning Applications 
1. 16/505944/FULL:  235 Borden Lane Borden Kent ME9 8HR: Porch extension and first floor extension to front elevation – No objections.
2. 16/505891/FULL:  Creation two vehicular accesses from Wises Lane for the sole use of vehicles related to agricultural activities on the application site: Land at Wises Lane Borden Kent ME10 1GD. – agreed to object on the following grounds:
· The plans are contradictory as they also state that they are for the purpose of development?

· Concerns that access can be gained either side of the gateways and will make the land prone to fly-tipping and accessible to Travellers.

· Concerns about impact on the nearby Maylam Gardens roundabout.

· Farm vehicles stopping on the narrow road to unlock the gateways will cause issues for other vehicles.

· Councillors still cannot see the purpose of changing; the accesses that have existed for many years have worked well.

· Councillors are pleased to see that the Farmers are safeguarding this land for agricultural use.
