Welcome and Apologies for Absence

1. Parishioners - A resident attended regarding the reduction of the speed limit in Munsgore Lane and gave the remaining three questionnaires to the clerk, which gives a 100% response to the action. The resident was thanked for undertaking this and if anything else is require they were happy to do this.
Residents attended for the planning application at Wrens House. They outlined their plans and the installers attended and outlined the drainage and build of the sand school. After discussion, Cllr Downes proposed no objections but two conditions to be attached: no lighting to be installed around the sand school and no commercial activities to be undertaken at the site; seconded by Cllr Smith with all councillors in agreement. Members thanked them for attending.

Liaison is hoped between other parish councils to undertake Speed Watch duties in the parishes. Cllr Downes would like details of the Parish Council’s speed watch equipment.

3. War Memorial – Swale Borough Council do not have money to help with the work. The Parish Council is unsure of how to progress this, particularly as it does not own the Memorial. The clerk said she thought grants were available so will look into this.

The clerk had no further news on this although the PCSO has conducted speeding operations in the area. Cllr Downes proposed that the Parish Council spend £100 on dustbin 30mph signs from Amazon. Cllr Luxton seconded with all in favour. The clerk to contact Cllr Whiting to check progress and to state that the preferred diversion route should be to change one carriageway to two way for major repairs.

The guarantee should still cover this error. Cllr Sims is happy to meet with a representative to talk this through but a copy of the original contract, drawings and plans would be required by him.

Reports and Minutes from Portfolio Holders and Representatives
1. Finance – Nothing to report; see Parish Meeting.
2. KALC – Cllr Sims attended the recent meeting where Matthew Scott – Police Commissioner spoke. One problem the police have is dealing with mental health issues who really need professional help not from the police. The figure for Medway is 58%, which is high number. He also stated that the police have purges on lorry parking around the area and if a particular area is causing concern then write to Kent Police Traffic Unit and ask for areas to be included. If any problem is not getting the response you require then write to him and his team will investigate it. Speeding, Community Safety and Rural Crimes are all getting attention.
3. Borden Sports Association – Football has finished with cricket well underway.
4. Borden Parish Hall – The clerk was asked if the parish council had written to the hall to ask about installing broadband. The costs for this would be hard for the hall to find. The clerk was asked to write to them to ask if this is something they would consider and 3 quotes were asked to be obtained. The clerk told the council that a standalone unit can be obtained for £20 per month form Vodaphone which may help parish council meetings. Cllr Bolas also informed council that is could be possible for the hall to invest in renewable energy together with interested parishioners. Iwade has some that is community owned. He offered to investigate further as this could help the hall in the long term.
5. Heritage – Due to unforeseen circumstances, the event for 18th July has been cancelled and money will be refunded if already paid.
