Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting; apologies received from Parish Cllrs. Emery, Hepburn, Smith and Lainton, the PCSO and Borough Cllr. Hampshire.

Public Time
1. Parishioners – A resident raised concerns regarding speeding in Wrens Road; particularly in the periods 5.30 to 8.30 a.m. and 3.30 until 6.30 p.m.  Clerk to write to County Cllr. Whiting to ask if he can put pressure on KCC to change its mind set and to make villages safer for their residents because drivers use village roads as a rat run.  To ask KCC to move the Speed Indicator sign to a more sensible location and to look into obtaining 30 mph labels for placing on Wheelie Bins in Wrens Road. To send the Speed Watch training website to the resident.

A resident attended to follow up reducing the speed limit in Munsgore Lane.  She had issued 18 questionnaires to residents in the Lane regarding the reduction of speed and had received 15 responses, the majority asking for 20 mph and the ‘D’ restriction signs be removed.

3. Police/PCSO – the PCSO reported that crime has been low in the village with no reports of any ASB in the area. The only problem is parking outside the school; this has been dealt with by supplying the school with a parking to send out to all parents.

Baldock; agreed to move the money from the account originally set up by the Parish Council on behalf of individuals who raised money to maintain the Nature Reserve.  Agreed the money is moved to the Council’s Current Account (Barclays) and to earmark it for use only for the Nature Reserve, thus safeguarding it for the future.  The reason for this transfer of funds is that Barclays unbeknown to the Council shut the Nature Reserve account and it was extremely difficult claiming the money and re-opening the account again.
