Three-bedroom semi-detached houses and 4no. three-bedroom terraced houses with associated parking | Gleneagles Maidstone Road Borden Kent ME9 7QA - Whilst Members did not object to this application they wished to raise the following concerns:
· Concerned about the protection of the Rookery.
· Concern about wastewater; the application states 'foul drainage unknown'. The site is not connected to the foul sewer.
· The access needs to be improved, especially the sight lines, as this is a very fast road.
· It would be wise to defer this application until the proposed changes to the Stockbury Roundabout become known (public exhibition commencing 6th September 2017 in Sittingbourne) as this could have an impact on the development.
