Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies were received from Parish Cllrs. Baldock, Paige, Bolas and Emery and the PCSO.

Public Time

A resident raised the involvement of the Barrow Trust with Quins plans for land in Wises Lane and queried whether this was a conflict of interest.  She also expressed the unhappiness of Borden residents with the action the Trust is proposing to take.  The Chairman mentioned that the Parish Council should not be interfering with the Barrow Trust, but the resident felt that the Parish Council should be representing the people of Borden. See Item 6.6 below.   

Borough Cllr. Hampshire is aware of the prospective development and mentioned that it is important to see if the site is in the Local Plan or not.  Because of the volume of responses received to the Wises Lane proposal, the Planning Inspector’s decision will be delayed.  He added that the field in question, owned by The Barrow Trust, is not in the Local Plan; if a site comes forward that has not been included there has to be a good reason why it should be.  The Planning Department has been turning down speculative applications that are not in the Local Plan.

By moving these signs it will protect School Lane and hopefully stop vehicles using this road.  Clerk instructed to bring this back to the October meeting.
