County Cllr. Baldock advised that the yellow lines have now been installed in The Street and Chestnut Street.  He further advised that KCC will be sending out a bus consultation and he is trying to look at extending the service to outlying areas.

Borough Cllr. Hampshire stated that the Local Plan hearing has finished and thanked Parish Cllrs. Masters and Emery for attending.  He thought a good case had been put forward as to why the Wises lane site was not suitable.  KCC and Highways England submitted information on day five of the hearing stating that the infrastructure and road network would not cope!  The Inspector is likely to report within the next four to six weeks with the findings.

Correspondence
1. Freight Action Plan for Kent Public Consultation – The following concerns were raised:

· Borden Parish Council is not keen on having just one Lorry Park at Ashford; a better approach would be to have smaller ‘parks’ across the County.  

· Unless a legal requirement, lorry drivers will not use the parks.  

· Concern that the parking fee would put drivers off using the Lorry parks.

· Worried that the Third Thames Crossing will push more Lorries down on to the A2, M2 and M20 corridor; the Council understands that KCC is pushing for use of the A249 between the Stockbury Roundabout and Maidstone.  This road is already highly congested and with the planned development at Detling the pressure will increase.

· The Council believes that his should be a nationwide strategy.
