Reports and Minutes from Portfolio Holders and Representatives
1. Finance – agreed to meet 9th December.
2. KALC – Cllr. Sims attended the last meeting.  Lynn Newton, Swale Borough Council, spoke about Tourism in Swale and Andrew Loosemore, KCC Highways, spoke about Soft Landscaping and parish council involvement.  Clerk to approach KCC regarding the cutting of verges seeking figures relating to costs and whether funding will be available.  There was also discussion on the possibility of pushing for legislation regarding Lorry Parks and giving the Police powers to move on lorries if there are spaces in a park.

4. Borden Parish Hall –  Report circulated; the rear exit doors have been repaired and new wood inserts have been fitted to replace the rotted sections.  A strip light has fallen from the ceiling in the kitchen; it has been removed and made safe. Kitchen lights will be replaced with LED lights.  The boiler has had to be re-pressurised and it will be monitored to ensure that it is not leaking.  The Hall AGM is to be held on Tuesday 13th December 2016 at 8.00pm in the Barrow Room.
5. Heritage – The AGM is on Saturday 12th November 2016 in the Barrow Room; followed by "Images of Borden 2" in the main hall at 2.30 p.m.  The Group are supporting Helen Allinson who is collecting memories of fruit picking and growing in Borden. There will be an event at the Forge on Tuesday 15th November between 2pm and 4pm to collect memories and share photos.
6. Borden Fete – The Christmas Lights switch on event will take place on 26th November, 3.00 to 6.30 p.m. on The Playstool.  To complement this the Fete Committee have organised a programme of Church bells ringing, carol singing, sales of mince pies and mulled wine, together with a free raffle and guaranteed snow!  Additional car parking will be available at Hengist Field.  Publicity leaflets have been delivered around the Parish.
