3. Borden Sports Association – Nothing to report. 
4. Borden Parish Hall –  Report circulated; contractor has taken measurements for the repairs needed on the rear exit doors.
5. Heritage – AGM is on the 12th November at 2.30 p.m. with ‘Images of Borden Part 2 slideshow after at 3.15 p.m.
6. Borden Fete – Cllr. Harrison advised that a special ‘early bird’ offer in January means that stalls can be booked at the same fee as this year; it will then be higher after that.

1. Litter Picking Chestnut Street and Danaway – litter is bad in this area and Stockbury Roundabout.  Clerk to chase Swale Borough Council to see if something can be done.

Planning Applications
1. Application: 16/506953/FULL: Hooks Hole Chestnut Street Borden ME9 8DA: Retrospective application for the erection of 2 no. Agricultural Storage Units. – Agreed to respond that the Parish Council is dismayed to see yet another retrospective planning application.  If granted Councillors have asked that a condition be put in the planning consent that these buildings are only used for agricultural purposes and no other use.

2. 16/507018/FULL:  New front gable to existing roof to create additional floor space.  Erection of a two storey rear extension and alterations to fenestration:  61 Wises Lane Borden ME10 1YN – No comments.
3. 16/505891/FULL:  Creation two vehicular accesses from Wises Lane for the sole use of vehicles related to agricultural activities on the application site:  Land At Wises Lane Borden ME10 1GD - Borden Parish Council notes that the 'housing' statement has been removed from the amended documents; however, the following objections put forward previously by the Parish Council still stand:

· Concerns that access can be gained either side of the gateways and will make the land prone to fly-tipping and accessible to Travellers.

· Concerns about impact on the nearby Maylam Gardens roundabout.

· Farm vehicles stopping on the narrow road to unlock the gateways will cause issues for other vehicles.
