Welcome and Apologies for Absence
The Chair welcomed everyone; apologies were received from Parish Cllrs. Emery, Bolas and Sims, who is representing the Parish Council at a meeting at Swale Borough Council.

Public Time

A resident from Munsgore Lane ‘Quiet Lane’ stated that residents were pleased that the Parish Council had supported this initiative, but asked when the ‘D’ Restriction was being removed and the 20 mph signs installed?  Could the process be speeded up?  Cllr. Baldock advised that a TRO will need to be submitted and this also has to be reported to the Joint Transportation Board, which he believes next meets in December; it could be early next year before it comes into force.
Members agreed they were happy go to ahead with the 20 mph speed limit.

Many residents attended to express their concerns regarding the proposals for the Wises Lane site, following a public exhibition arranged by Quinns.  Councillors advised that as yet no planning application has been submitted.  Residents had concerns about Grade 1 agricultural land being lost; traffic issues and the impact on the A249 and Key Street Roundabout. Disturbance of the pattern of footpaths that run across the land is a heritage asset and this would be a lost amenity if development took place and loss of connectivity; there is a connection from the A2 to the Church via footpaths.

Residents were advised that the Local Plan Consultation, which will include new sites for housing, will open on the 24th June and close on the 5th August, this will be the time for them to voice their concerns or otherwise; individuals’ comments are better; not petitions which are often not taken into account.


Whilst Parish Councillors attended the exhibition it has been decided not to discuss it or proposals associated with the land allocation until the modified Local Plan/Planning application come in.
